How to Export and Download your Family Tree from Genes Reunited.

Exporting your data via a gedcom merely copies your data and saves it as a different type of file
that can be understood by other online family tree websites or software you have on your PC,
Laptop, Handheld device or even a MAC. Your data on Genes Reunited will be unaffected.

1) Go to the Home page of Genes Reunited.

2) Scroll down to the bottom of the screen and look for the option ‘Import/export gedcom’ on
the dark green strip and click on it.

3) On the next page you will see some information about importing and exporting GEDCOM
files. Remember you are exporting from Genes Reunited for importing into your family
tree program or sending to a relative or to My History to have the chart printed on a
single sheet of paper.

4) Click on the ‘Export Gedcom’ button and your gedcom file will be prepared and sent to
the email address that Genes Reunited has you registered under..

Once you receive your gedcom file by email you are free to send it anywhere you like or do
what you want with it.

At My History we are able to accept your file by email and print charts based on your
instructions.
